¢ Exchange rate pass-through and firms in processing trade:

(AGI 2020FY Research Project; Research Coordinator: Xiaonan Sun)

Summary: This study investigates the exchange rate pass-through in import
prices and its relationship with trade mode choices of assembly firms in China. We
first explore factors that may affect the exchange rate pass-through. We find that
the ownership of assembly firms matters. Chinese-owned assembly firms bear
higher exchange rate pass-through than joint-owned and foreign-owned assembly
firms. This pattern persists even if we exclude trade intermediaries and control
the quality of imported materials. Moreover, assembly firms that import materials
from developed countries bear higher exchange rate pass-through, as do assembly
firms with higher market shares, and those located in financially developed

prefectures.

My research interests are broadly focused on the field of Development Economics and
Labor Economics. Within the field of Development Economics and Labor Economics, a
large part of my research focuses on international migration and its social and economic
effect on various development outcomes. Additionally, | am also interested in examining
the social and economic consequences of fragile environments.

1. The social and economic impact of international migration

In today's globalized world, there has been a steady rise in people's movement across the
globe. For example, the number of international migrants increased from 75 million in
1960 to 190 million in 2005 and high-income countries; in particular, the foreign-born
population has tripled since then. Due to the substantial increase in the movement of
people, there has been an increasing interest in studying the economic and social
consequences of international migration on sending and receiving countries. Topics such as
brain drain, the impact of migration on native wages, the economics of open border, and
the role of remittances on economic development have been extensively studied. However,
many questions are inconclusive and still open to debate.

The first step in the broad agenda is motivated by the premise that international
migration, especially remittances, is a primary source of income and sometimes insurance
to migrant households in developing countries. However, there is limited evidence on how
migrant households react in response to a sudden, unforeseeablen disaster such as
earthquake. It is a policy-relevant question as insurance against natural disasters is rarely
available in developing countries. In order to contribute to the literature, | conducted a
survey of migrant, non-migrant, and return-migrant households in Nepal after the
earthquake in 2015. My findings show that in addition to disaster recovery of their own,
migrant households also help their community in post disaster recovery.[2]

There is a large body of literature documenting both positive and negative impact
of international migration on the human capital formation of households in the country of
origin. However, it is not known whether migration experience may affect the findings as
the researcher does not always observe it. Furthermore, less is known about whether
international migration affects the quality of human capital formation. Motivated by the
evidence, the second step in the broad agenda is to examine the short and long-term impact
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of international migration on overall human capital formation as well as the quality of
human capital formation of the left behind households. Examining these questions is
essential, as the literature on endogenous economic growth emphasizes the role of human
capital (both quantity as well as quality) as an essential source of long-run differences in
income levels across countries. The findings from the dataset | collected from Nepal
suggest that long-term migration is positively associated with a higher quality of human
capital formation. However, short-term international migration has no impact on overall
human capital as well as the quality of human capital formation.[3]

Newspaper and popular media frequently report discrimination in the labor market.
However, correctly measuring discrimination in the labor market is difficult. Furthermore,
identifying the real source of discrimination is more challenging as the discrimination can
arise from the employer, co-worker, or customer. Motivated by these facts, the third step in
the broad agenda is to examine discrimination correctly. I collected and analyzed a unique
dataset from India, where customers have the absolute power to discriminate. My research
does not find any customer discrimination in India.[4] This result is surprising and in
contrast to the previous literature and often-heated rhetoric surrounding discrimination.
This research could have practical policy relevance as | show that discrimination may
disappear in a competitive and popular labor market.

As people's movement is frequent these days, diversity in the workforce is currently
seen everywhere globally. Furthermore, in addition to horizontal diversity, vertical
diversity is also currently seen in many organizations. For example, the CEO of famous
companies (such as Microsoft, Alphabet, Adobe) are foreign-born executives. Similarly,
the majority of the top management of foreign subsidiaries of multinational corporations
(MNCs) are foreign expatriates even if most workers they employ are indeed natives. How
does such diversity at the vertical level affect performance? Motivated by the evidence, the
fourth step in the broad agenda is to examine the impact of vertical diversity on
performance. Considering team level performance data set from India, | am currently
examining the effect of vertical diversity on performance.

2. The social and economic consequences of fragile environments

This research is motivated by the fact that conflict and fragility are persistent and still seen
in many developing and middle-income countries today. For example, around 6.8 million
people are on extreme hunger in Yemen. Around 13.5 million people require assistance in
Syria, and around 5 million refugees have fled to other countries. Similarly, there is a big
refugee crisis from Myanmar in Bangladesh at present. It is well evident that such extreme
events have direct consequences on its people and the economy in the short run. However,
less is known about the persistent impact of these extreme events in the future, especially
in the long run.

As the first step in this broader agenda, | examined the long-run impact of Great
Chinese Famine (1959-61), the biggest famine in human history. [5] In particular, I studied
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the impact of the famine on wealth inequality in present China more than 50 years
afterward. Considering a unique individual-level wealth data set and using
province-by-cohort level variation in the famine intensity, | find that individuals born
during the famine period and exposed to the famine possess a lower wealth. The findings
suggest that the consequences of fragile and extreme events not only cause a deterioration
in the short-term economic and social outcomes, but such events could also cause
substantial future economic inequality in the long-run.

I am also interested in examining the impact of autocratic rule in democratic
regimes. This research is motivated by the fact that many countries have autocratic leaders
or act (formulate) autocratic (policies) even if they are democratically elected. The present
COVID-19 pandemic is a bright example. Does such autocratic rule or policies affect
future economic and social outcomes? As the next step in this broader agenda, | am
studying the impact of a short-term autocratic rule in India on future political, social,
economic, and health outcomes.
